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I. Introduction 
 

This is the Kansas Public Water Supply Loan Fund (KPWSLF, Loan Fund, or Fund) 
Annual Report for state fiscal year 2007 (July 1, 2006 through June 30, 2007).  This is the tenth 
year of operation for the Fund.  The Loan Fund provides the opportunity for communities, which 
might not have the finical means otherwise, to improve or construct safe water supply 
infrastructures to protect the health of the citizens they serve.  
 

The Fund is a revolving loan fund program that provides financial assistance in the form 
of loans to Kansas municipalities, at below market interest rates, for the construction of public 
water supply system infrastructure.  The Annual Report is required by KSA 65-163k to describe 
how the state met the goals and objectives for the previous year as identified in the Intended Use 
Plan (IUP) required by KSA 65-163h.  The federal Safe Drinking Water Act (SDWA) also 
requires a report, although on a biennial basis.  Additional Environmental Protection Agency 
(EPA) requirements for the contents of this report are contained at 40 CFR Part 35, Subpart L. 
 

Information in this report will be presented in seven sections.  Section II provides a 
general description of the Fund.  Section III describes progress in meeting the short term and 
long-term goals for the Fund, as established in the Intended Use Plan.  Section IV describes loan 
activity during the fiscal year.  Set-Aside activity is described in Section V.  The Fund=s financial 
status is described in Section VI, and the Fund=s compliance with federal operating requirements 
is discussed in Section VII.    

 
II. Program Description 
 

The Loan Fund is made possible by receipt of capitalization grants from the EPA. States 
are required to provide 20% matching funds to receive the capitalization grant.  The matching 
funds from Kansas are provided by issuing state match revenue bonds and by a $5,000,000 statue 
allocation in accordance with SB 487 from the 1998 Kansas Legislature.   The state match bonds 
are repaid with the interest portion of the municipalities’ loan repayments and other interest 
earnings of the Fund. 

 
As of June 30, 2007, the state had received capitalization grant awards totaling 

$110,336,800.  Kansas was awarded $8,229,000 from the FFY 2007 Grant during the program 
year. Figure 1 (next page) shows the historical capitalization grants and the sources of required 
state match. 
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The Loan Fund is operated as a reserve account leverage program.  In a reserve account 
leverage program, the EPA capitalization grant is not loaned directly to municipalities.  Instead, 
the grant is deposited into a reserve account, and pledged as security for repayment of state 
issued revenue bonds.  Proceeds from the revenue bonds are loaned to the municipalities.  The 
reserve fund is invested, and the interest earnings are combined with the loan repayments from 
municipalities to buy down the loan=s interest rate. Municipalities are charged interest rates equal 
to 80% of the previous three months average of the Bond Buyers 20 Bond Index.  Interest rates 
during FY07 ranged from 3.33% (the lowest rate in KPWSLF history) to 3.68%.  The Loan Fund 
has the ability to leverage at a ratio of four to one, meaning four dollars can be borrowed for 
every dollar placed into reserve.  Although the Fund is not leveraged at this high of ratio, the 
total leveraging capacity is assumed when calculating available funds for each Intended Use 
Plan.   
 

The pool of potential borrowers from the Loan Fund includes two distinct types of 
municipalities, cities and rural water districts. Rural water districts lack the general taxing 
powers of cities, and are perceived in credit markets as a greater financial risk.  The Loan Fund 
provides equal access to both types of borrowers, but requires different pledges of security to 
receive a loan. 
 

Cities are required to pledge their taxing authority as a backstop to water system revenues 
in order to receive a loan.  As an alternative to pledging their taxing authority, cities may pledge 
system revenues only and purchase a bond insurance policy.  Rural water districts are required to 
either purchase an insurance policy or choose one of two debt service coverage (dsc) ratio 
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options.  The first option is to maintain a 125% dsc with a 10% reserve account.  The other 
alternative is to maintain a 140% dsc with no reserve account.  The required reserve amount may 
be included in the loan, and is held by the Loan Fund.  Interest earnings from the reserve account 
that do not exceed the loan rate, are credited to the borrower, resulting in a reduced interest cost 
for the amount of the required reserve, if included in the loan.  All rural water districts, and some 
cities, are required to enter into a Financial Integrity Assurance Contract (FIAC) with the Kansas 
Rural Water Finance Authority (KRWFA) as a condition of receiving a loan.  The FIAC requires 
the loan recipient to submit annual budget and quarterly financial and operating data 
management reports to KRWFA for review. The intent of the FIAC is to make professional 
financial and management assistance available to the recipient, to assure debt obligations are 
satisfied and to identify problems in daily operations so they can be corrected before they lead to 
financial problems. 
 

The KRWFA also reviews financial information from all loan applicants to assess the 
ability of the applicant to take on additional debt and meet loan repayment obligations.  These 
financial reviews, and the FIAC arrangement, provide strong assurances to the financial markets 
that the Loan Fund will operate on a sound financial basis. 
 

  Funding to implement and administer the Loan Fund is available through a set-aside 
from the federal capitalization grant, and from a service fee built into the loan interest rate.  No 
state general funding is needed for this program. 

 
 

III. Goals and Objectives 
 
 

The state must prepare an Intended Use Plan (IUP) on an annual basis.  The IUP lists 
projects anticipated to be funded, the criteria used to determine which projects receive funding, 
and short term and long term goals for the program.  This section of the annual report discusses 
the progress that has been made in meeting those short and long term goals.   
 

A. Short Term Goals and Objectives 
 
1. Provide funding options for systems to correct problems that have caused 

enforcement actions. 
 

 The loans to Caney and Arlington are for projects that will resolve MCL violations 
that have resulted in Consent Orders.  Although KDHE requests projects from all 
eligible water systems, additional contacts are not made to those systems with 
enforcement actions.  KDHE will start sending additional requests to systems with 
compliance issues to ensure they are aware of financing options. 

 
2. Provide funding for replacement of deteriorating infrastructure. 

 
 Loans made to Barnes, Effingham, Frontenac, Reno Co. RWD #1, Scammon, 

Eureka, Kismet, and Newton, will replace infrastructure that has reached its useful 
life or is no longer functioning effectively. 
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3. Provide funding to every eligible project listed in the Intended Use Plan that is ready 
to proceed. 

 
 Every system that applied for KPWSLF funds received a loan for their project.   No 

projects were bypassed due to lack of funding. 
 

4. Provide funding for technical assistance to small systems. 
 

 KDHE provides technical assistance for small systems through third party contracts.  
These contracts have provided assistance to at least 179 systems to help achieve Safe 
Drinking Water Act compliance, develop and maintain proper operation and 
maintenance procedures, develop appropriate financial and management procedures 
and provide technical assistance to systems using surface water as their source of 
supply. 

 
5. Encourage projects that consolidate or interconnect in a regional manner which 

would reduce public health risks or make more efficient use of source water capacity 
and treatment processes. 

 
 The loan to Tonganoxie is for a connection to a neighboring water system for the 

purchase of treated water. 
 

6. Provide loans to assist applicants in complying with drinking water standards, 
improving drinking water quality in the state, and improving Kansas public water 
supply infrastructure. 

 
 During the program year 18 loans were made and each satisfies one or more of 

these objectives.  More detailed information concerning the projects is provided in 
Section IV. 

 
7. Assure small public water supply systems are included in the loan program by 

providing at least 20% of available loan funds to systems serving a population of less 
than 5000. 

 
 Systems that serve less than 10,000 have received 122 of the 165 loans made since 

the program began, amounting to $156,429,904.51, or 41% of the total dollar 
amount of loans.  Systems in this category received $23,379,659.00, or 54% of the 
total funds committed during the fiscal year. 

 
 Municipalities with less than 5,000 population have received 117 of the 165 loans 

since the program began, amounting to $142,573,973.91, or 38% of the total dollar 
amount of loans.  Municipalities in this category received $23,379,659.00, or 54% of 
the total funds committed during the fiscal year.  Populations of systems are shown 
on exhibit 5a and 8a. 

 
8. Assist communities which qualify for Community Development Block Grants from 

the Kansas Department of Commerce by reserving a portion of the recycled loan 
account to provide loans to serve as local match. 
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 The loans for Scammon and Barnes are to serve as matching funds for the Community 
Development Block Grant program.  However these loans were not made from the 
recycled loan account as they were able to make application deadlines and were 
included in the Intended Use Plan as loans that would use bond proceeds. 

 
9. Assure Kansas municipalities are aware of the KPWSLF and the potential for 

financial savings through participation. 
 

 Each municipality eligible to participate in the program, as well as Kansas 
consulting firms, has received information through direct mailings.  KDHE also 
participated in various seminars and workshops to promote the program and explain 
how it operates. 

 
B. Long Term Goals and Objectives 

 
1. Maintain a well managed perpetual program to allow a source of funds to be 

available to systems in need. 
 

 The most recent financial audit and EPA program evaluation presented no 
significant issues with the management of the program and recent financial models 
show the program can continue to make funds available to systems for the 
foreseeable future. 

 
2. Encourage systems to choose projects with the most cost effective solutions. 

 
 During the application process, projects are reviewed and alternatives analyzed to 

assure the proposed solution is cost effective. 
 

3. Encourage systems to implement projects that have little, if any, significant impact to 
the environment. 

 
 Of the 18 loans issued, 10 were issued under a categorical exclusion due to the 

project consisting of existing infrastructure replacement.  The rest of the loans 
included disturbance of land for new infrastructure, but would mostly use road right 
of ways for pipe routes and directional boring for stream crossings. 

 
4. Continue to implement and expand the Capacity Development Program. 

 
 The Capacity Development program provided assistance to 341 public water supply 

systems during the year.  The Capacity Development Strategy was expanded and 
modified to keep the strategy current with the needs of Kansas public water supply 
systems.  For details and additional information, the Capacity Development annual 
report can be downloaded on the internet at 
www.kdheks.gov/pws/download/FY08CapGrant_StatusRpt.pdf. 

 
5. Explore ways to make the program more affordable/desirable to systems. 

 
 KDHE continues to gather information and ideas on how to accomplish this long 

term goal.  Due to current leveraging practices, a further subsidy of the interest rate 
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beyond the current rate would not be sustainable at this time.  KDHE believes it has 
made the application and approval process less complicated than other funding 
alternatives in an effort to make the program more desirable to use. 

 
6. Comply with state and federal laws and the state/EPA capitalization grant agreement. 

 
 KHDE believes it has complied with all applicable laws agreements.  EPA’s most 

recent program evaluation did not indicate any compliance issues. 
 

7. Assist water suppliers in meeting SDWA requirements. 
 

 Projects needed by municipalities to comply with SDWA primary drinking water 
regulations receive more priority ranking points than projects needed to meet any 
other ranking category.  Generally, projects needed to achieve compliance will 
receive sufficient points to be included in the Project Priority List.  Loans to the 
municipalities of Caney and Arlington will fund projects for compliance purposes. 

 
8. Protect public health. 

 
 Projects funded for the purpose of achieving compliance with drinking water 

standards also serve to protect public health.  In addition, many of the funded 
projects will improve the ability of the water system to provide sufficient quantities of 
water at suitable pressure, and otherwise increase the systems reliability to protect 
public health.  Projects for Barnes, Tonganoxie, Seneca, Olathe, Effingham, 
Frontenac, Glen Elder, Reno Co. RWD #1, Scammon, Eureka, Kismet, Clay Center, 
Harvey Co. RWD#1, Newton, Nickerson, and Leavenworth Consolidated RWD #1, 
fall in this category. 

 
 
IV. Loan Fund Activity 
 
 
 

Eighteen new loans, three increase amendments and nine decrease amendments were 
closed during SFY07 for a net total of $43,285,125.49. The new loans are listed in Exhibit 5a 
and shown on a Kansas map in Exhibit 5b.  As of June 30, 2007, 165 loan commitments have 
been made since the Program=s inception, for a total of $373,134,068.34.  Exhibit 8a contains 
summary information for these 165 loans and their location is shown on a Kansas map in Exhibit 
8b.  Figure 2, on the following page, shows program loans and amendments by fiscal year.  
Table 1, also on the following page, describes projects funded during the fiscal year.

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Federal grants are drawn from EPA as a percentage of costs incurred, referred to as the draw ratio.  
The draw ratio of 81.62% (for the 2006 grant) was calculated using the group of projects method 
formula found in the Guide to using EPA’s Automated Clearing House for the Drinking Water 
State Revolving Fund Program.  This formula equals the federal portion of the reserve  divided by 
the total reserve, which is the federal portion plus any funds placed in the reserve for use as state 
match for that particular grant.  The 20% state match requirement of $1,645,860 comes from funds 
provided by the state legislature in 1998 through SB487.  On July 30, 1998 $1,000,000 was 
deposited in the supplemental reserve fund followed by a $4,000,000 deposit on July 30, 1999.  Of 
this $5,000,000 state contribution, $148,312 was designated as the part of the 2005 state match 
requirement, $1,645,860 was designated as the 2006 state match requirement, and $1,645,800 was 
designated as the 2007 state match requirement.  This leaves $1,560,028 to use as state match for 
future grants.   
 
Two cash draws for the reserve account were made during the program year from the 2006 
capitalization grant.  The designated group consisted of two loans, Kansas City Board of Public 
Utilities KPWSLF #2379 and the City of Gardner KPWSLF # 2446.  Construction costs paid to 
these two loans between January 1, 2006 and June 30, 2006 were more than enough to draw 
$5,894,609 from the reserve portion of the 2006 grant which occurred on August 1, 2006.  The 
second draw of $1,415,519 was made on December 18, 2006 for construction costs paid during 
July 1, 2006 and November 30, 2006.  All of the 2006 capitalization grant funds designated for the 
reserve account have been deposited.   
 
On June 8, 2007, the 2007 capitalization grant of $8,229,000 ($7,094,840 designated as reserve) 
was awarded.  The draw ratio for the 2007 capitalization grant will also be calculated by the group 
of projects method using loans for the City of Russell KPWSLF # 2362, the City of Carbondale 
KPWSLF # 2413, and Cherokee Co. RWD #3 KPWSLF # 2444.  The required state match of 
$1,645,800 comes from the supplemental reserve account giving a draw ratio of 81.17%.  No cash 
draws of the reserve portion of the 2007 capitalization grant were made during the program year.      
 
The following table lists the dates and amounts of construction payments and how they related to 
cash draws from federal grants that were made during the program year.

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V. Set-Aside Activities 
 

The SDWA includes several provisions allowing states to reserve a portion of the 
capitalization grant for specific purposes.  KDHE reserved a total of $9,635,980 for set-asides 
from the FFY1997 – FFY 2007 capitalization grants equaling $110,336,800.  Figure 3 shows the 
amount of set-asides reserved and disbursed as of June 30, 2007.    Exhibit 10 contains detailed 
information about the amount of set-asides reserved and drawn to cover expenses.  Exhibit 6 
shows a quarterly summary of when these set-asides were first recorded as an expense as well as 
when money was drawn from the capitalization grants.  In FY2006, three ACH draws totaling 
$5,000 were deposited in the State Program Management set aside, but should have been 
deposited in the Program Administration set-aside.  These corrections were made in the 
beginning of FY 2007.   

 
A $47,000 ACH draw in FY2006 was recorded by EPA as Administration; however, the 

request and the deposit by KDHE was to Technical Assistance.  Also in FY2006, $1,250 was 
deposited in State Program Management and should have been to Other Authorized Activities.  
In FY2007, $3,100 was deposited in State Program Management and should have been to 
Administration.  These corrections were made in the beginning of FY2008. 
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The following paragraphs discuss the set-asides taken by KDHE and work performed.   

 
A. Program Administration.  The SDWA allows the state to reserve 4% of each 
capitalization grant to administer the loan program.  KDHE has reserved $4,413,472 from 
all capitalization grants awarded through June 30, 2007.  At the end of state fiscal year 
2007, $2,824,702 of recorded expenses were made to this set-aside, including $338,894 
during the fiscal year, leaving $1,588,770 to continue with future program administration.  
Draws from the ACH for this set-aside totaled $2,901,950 at the end of the fiscal year.  
Funds are used for construction inspections, project review, processing the needs survey, 
Loan Fund marketing costs, Loan Fund training expenses, and loan application 
processing.  
 
B. Technical Assistance to Small Systems.  The SDWA allows the state to reserve 
2% of each capitalization grant to provide technical assistance to systems serving 
populations less than 10,000.  KDHE has reserved $1,922,827 from all Capitalization 
Grants awarded through June 30, 2007.  KDHE contracted with the Kansas Rural Water 
Association to provide assistance with resolving compliance issues, management issues, 
operation and maintenance problems, improving performance of surface water treatment 
plants, and to help support technical assistance to small systems in water conservation 
efforts.  During fiscal year 2007, recorded expenses totaled $350,637.  Total expenses 
through the end of fiscal year 2007 were $1,769,623 leaving $153,204 for future 
contracts.  Of the recorded expenses, only $1,728,189 had been reimbursed by draws 
from the ACH at the end of the fiscal year. 

 
C. Source Water Assessment.  The SDWA allowed states to reserve 10% of the 
FFY97 capitalization grant to develop and implement a program to conduct source water 
assessments for all public water suppliers.  Kansas contracted with Burns & McDonnell 
to perform the assessments.  Kansas reserved $1,154,500 for this purpose.   FFY97 is the 
only year funding was available under this set-aside.  During FY2005, reimbursements 
from the ACH exhausted the funds for this set aside. 

 
D. State Program Management.  Another provision of the SDWA allows states to 
reserve up to 10% of the capitalization grant to supplement the public water supply 
supervision grant provided by EPA to the state to implement the national drinking water 
program.  This set-aside can also be used to fund several new programs required by the 
SDWA, including operator certification and capacity development.  States must match 
any funds from this set-aside on a dollar for dollar basis, and are allowed to use a credit 
determined from State funds it expended on its PWSS program in fiscal year 1993 
(including PWSS match) as a credit toward meeting its match requirement. The value of 
this credit can be up to, but not greater than, 50 percent of the amount of match that is 
required.  Since the KPWSLF was established, Kansas has had enough matching funds 
each year that the allowed credit has never needed to be used (see table 4).    Kansas has 
reserved $1,230,181 from all capitalization grants awarded through June 30, 2007.    At 
the end of state fiscal year 2007, $687,189 of recorded expenses was made to this set-
aside including $138,839 during the fiscal year, leaving a balance of $542,992.  Of the 
recorded expenses, $662,831 had been reimbursed by draws from the ACH at the end of 
the fiscal year.  Money from this Set-Aside has funded salary and costs for the Capacity 
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Development Program Coordinator, state dues for the Association of State Drinking 
Water Administrators, and SDWIS database maintenance and expansion. 
 

 
E. Other Authorized Activity.  The SDWA allows states to reserve up to 15% of the 
capitalization grant to fund other authorized activities including awarding loans for 
source water protection purposes, providing assistance as part of a capacity development 
strategy, and establishment and implementation of well head protection programs.  
Kansas has reserved $915,000 from all capitalization grants through June 30, 2007 for 
this set aside.  At the end of state fiscal year 2007, $303,908 of recorded expenses was 
made including $16,376 for the fiscal year, leaving a balance of $611,092 for future 
expenses.  Draws from the ACH for this set-aside totaled $303,950 at the end of the fiscal 
year.  Activities funded under this set aside are mainly for capacity development 
assistance and provide on-site financial planning assistance including rate setting, budget 
review and capital improvement planning with priority given to systems in SNC. This set 
aside also funds a new Regional PWS Planning Grant Program which provides matching 
funds for regional water system feasibility studies.  

 
 

VI. Fund Financial Status 
 

A. Available Funds 
 

Kansas was awarded the 2007 capitalization grant during the program year. Figure 4 
shows the new sources available for the fiscal year from the awards and amendments of 
grants.  The State Match required for the 2007 capitalization grant came from funds that 
existed prior to the start of FY 2007.

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Figure 5 shows the sources of funding available cumulatively through FY07.  The EPA 
capitalization grant is distributed between set-asides and the reserve account.  Up until 
the 2006 program year, State Match bond proceeds had been used to meet the 20% match 
requirement for obtaining the capitalization grant.  Starting with the 2005 grant, Kansas 
supplied State Match using money from SB 487 passed by the 1998 legislature, which 
deposited $5 million in redeemed stock from Kansas Venture Capital Inc. into the Fund.  
The leveraged funding represents bond proceeds that are leveraged from the reserve 
account.  The recycled funds represent revenues over debt service and reserve account 
funds that are no longer needed as security for outstanding leveraged bonds.  The 
recycled fund can be used to fund projects through recycled loans or transferred to the 
leveraged reserve account for additional leverage capability.

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Exhibit 6 shows the amount of select disbursements and recorded expenses by quarter for 
loan payments and administration compared to ACH draws of federal capitalization grant 
funds.  The differences between the two totals reflect the time between the expenses 
being recorded and draws made. 

B.       Assets, Liabilities, and Net Assets 
 

As illustrated by the Kansas Public Water Supply Loan Fund Statement of Net Assets 
(Exhibit 1), the program accumulated assets of $374,643,923 in its first ten years of 
operation including cash and investments of $135,331,840, project loans receivable of 
$231,656,886, and other assets of $7,655,197.  Liabilities of $257,520,516 were incurred 
including bonds payable of $257,326,575, arbitrage rebate of $3,366, deferred amounts 
on refunding of -$7,942,897, and other liabilities of $8,133,472; leaving net assets of 
$117,123,407. 

Net assets represent the difference between assets and liabilities.  Net assets invested in 
capital assets, net of related debt, consist of capital assets, net of accumulated 
depreciation, reduced by the outstanding balances of any borrowings used for the 
acquisition, construction or improvement of those assets.  Currently the fund has no net 
assets invested in capital assets.  Net assets are reported as restricted when there are 
external limitations imposed on their use.  All assets of the program have been 
determined to be restricted assets in accordance with the conditions of the Public Water 
Supply EPA Capitalization grants and bond covenants.  Restricted net assets includes

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EPA capitalization grants restricted for the 1) bond reserve fund, 2) program 
administration expenses, 3) technical assistance, 4) state program management, 5) other 
authorized activity, and 6) source water assessment.  The amounts of capitalization grant 
restricted for program administration, technical assistance, state program management, 
other authorized activity, and source water assessment are being recognized as revenue 
when earned.  Also included in restricted net assets is an account titled "Contributed 
Capital – State of Kansas".  The account consists of moneys contributed to the Fund per 
K.S.A. 74-8203, as amended and supplemented. 

 
 C. Revenues and Expenses 
 

According to the Statement of Revenues, Expenses and Changes in Fund Net Assets 
(Exhibit 2), the changes in net assets of $11,536,862 shows the KPWSLF experienced an 
excess of revenues over expenses in FY 07.  Revenues consist of $24,307,626 in 
operating and non-operating revenues.   Operating revenue includes interest earned on 
loans of $8,094,339, EPA capitalization grant administration receipts of $852,434, 
service fee revenue of $777,583, and other revenue totaling $72,688.  Non-operating 
revenue includes interest of $3,676,072 earned on the bond reserve funds, $3,524,382 
from other investments, and $7,310,128 drawn down from federal capitalization grants 
and deposited into the leveraged bond reserve account.  Expenses consist of $12,770,764 
in operating and non-operating expenses.  Operating expenses include program 
administration federal expenses of $844,745, other program administration expenses of 
$211,795 paid from loan origination and service fees, and arbitrage rebate of -$200,447.  
Non-operating expenses include bond interest of $11,774,126 and other bond expenses of 
$140,545.   
 

 D. Statement of Cash Flows 
 

The Statement of Cash Flows (Exhibit 3) identifies the sources and the uses of cash 
during the fiscal year and demonstrates that the Fund had sufficient cash to meet its 
obligations.   
 

 E. Supplemental Schedules 
 

Exhibit 4 provides detailed information regarding Investments, Accounts Receivable, and 
Accounts Payable included on the Statement of Net Assets (Exhibit 1). 

 
 F. Binding Commitments 

 
As shown in Exhibit 5a, the KPWSLF entered into binding commitments (loan 
agreements) with 18 municipalities totaling $44,792,659.  Sixteen of the municipalities 
have a population less than 5,000 and serve less than 10,000 persons.  Exhibit 5a also 
shows twelve amendments to previous commitments for a total of - $1,507,533.51. 
 

 G. Completed Projects 
 

Projects in Almena, Cloud Co. RWD #2, Douglass, Gardner, Herington, Holton, Jewell 
Co. RWD #1, Kansas City BPU, Minneapolis, Ransom, and Topeka (2 projects), were 
completed in FY07.  Details are provided in Exhibit 7.  
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 H. Financial Integrity Assurance Contracts 

 
The Financial Integrity Assurance Contract (FIAC) is a contract between the borrower 
and the Kansas Rural Water Finance Authority (KRWFA).  The FIAC was developed as 
a program enhancement to assure borrowers without general obligation taxing authority 
could access the Loan Fund.  Under a FIAC, the municipality is required to provide 
quarterly management reports, an annual budget and an audit to the KRWFA.  
Municipalities required to enter into an FIAC are identified in Exhibit 8a.  KRWFA has 
monitored the quarterly reports and reviewed the annual budgets of the FIAC borrowers.  
For the reporting period covering calendar year 2006, three systems were found to be 
below the 125% required debt service coverage.  KRWFA is working with those systems 
that are out of compliance.      
 
I. Quarterly loan activity 
 
Quarterly loan activity, including loan disbursements and principal and interest 
repayments, is shown for all loans in Exhibit 9.  At the end of FY07, $279,568,961.78 
had been disbursed to loan recipients (Project payments, Interest Accrued, and Fees 
Accrued), and $47,912,073.20 in principal and $33,044,849.01 in interest had been 
repaid. 
 

VII. Compliance with Assurances and Grant Conditions                                               
 
 

The EPA guidelines suggest several other areas for this annual report to address.  This section 
of the report will address those areas not already addressed in other sections of the report. 

 
A. The state must establish in the report that it has reviewed all funded projects in 
accordance with the approved state environmental review procedure. 

 
Each of the eighteen projects receiving assistance during state fiscal year 2007 was 
reviewed in accordance with the “Environmental Review Procedure for the Kansas 
Public Water Supply Loan Fund@, dated July 1997.  All reviews resulted in preparation of 
a finding of no significant impact statement or a categorical exclusion.  All increase 
amendments were due to increased construction costs without a scope change, so 
additional environmental assessments were not performed.   

 
B. The state must establish that it deposited its match on or before the date on which 
each grant payment was made. 

 
The required state match for the FY 2007 capitalization grant ($1,645,800) came from 
the statue allocation in accordance with SB 487 which was deposited in 1998.  No 
payments from the 2007 grant were made during the program year. 

 
C. The state must establish that it made binding commitments to provide assistance 
equal to the federal capitalization grant, less set-aside funds, plus the State match funds 
within one year after receiving the grant payment. 
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With binding commitments totaling $373,134,088.34 as of June 30, 2007 and all Federal 
capitalization grants awarded through 2007, less set – aside funds, plus the State match 
totaling $122,768,180, Kansas has far exceeded this requirement. 

 
D. The state must establish that it managed the program in a fiscally prudent manner 
and adopted policies and processes to promote the long-term financial health of the fund. 

 
Exhibit 2 indicates the program generated sufficient resources to cover expenses during 
the fiscal year.  The change in net assets as of June 30, 2007 was $11,536,862.  The Loan 
Fund charges a 0.25% loan origination fee to pay for the financial reviews, and all 
recipients required to enter into a FIAC are charged an additional 1% fee.  A 0.35% 
service fee, which is included in the loan interest rate, will help to generate income to pay 
for continued administration of the program.   

 
E. The state must establish that it complies with EPA grant regulations (40 CFR Part 
31) and specific conditions of the capitalization grant. 

 
KDHE believes it is complying with EPA grant regulations and with the specific 
conditions of the capitalization grant.   

 
F. The state must establish that it complied with federal cross-cutting authorities that 
apply to the state as a Federal grantee and those which flow through to assistance 
recipients. 

 
No problems with cross-cutting authorities were encountered during the fiscal year. 
   
G. The state must demonstrate that it provided assistance only to eligible water 
systems and for eligible purposes under the EPA Guidelines. 

 
Kansas law allows for loans to municipalities, which are defined as political or taxing 
subdivisions of the state.  As defined, municipalities are eligible for assistance under the 
SDWA and federal regulations.  All projects receiving assistance during the fiscal year 
are listed in Exhibit 5a and described in Section IV of the report. KDHE believes these 
projects are eligible for assistance from the program. 

 
 H. The state must demonstrate that it funded only the highest priority projects listed 

on the IUP, according to their priority and readiness to proceed, and have documented 
any procedures for by-passing priority projects on the IUP. 

 
Exhibit 11 shows the Project Priority List from the 2007 Intended Use Plan in its 
amended form (it was amended to add 13 new projects not shown on the original Project 
Priority List and remove 4 projects that were on the original list).  Projects from the list 
were funded during the program year.  There were no projects below the funding line.  
Projects were funded as applications were received and no project was by-passed. 

 
I. The state must establish it has used fees only for eligible purposes and must 
submit information on the total dollar amount in fee accounts. 
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Three types of fees are collected by the Fund, a Loan Origination Fee of 0.25% of the 
loan amount, a fee for the Financial Integrity Assurance Contract (FIAC) of 1% of the 
loan amount, and a service fee of 0.35% of the outstanding balance (payments are made 
with the semi-annual loan repayments).  During the fiscal year, the Fund received Loan 
Origination Fees of $40,308.07 and spent $43,852.05, for an ending account balance of 
$285,469.02.  Financial Integrity Assurance Contract Fees collected were $29,123.80 
and expenditures were $19,123.80, for an ending account balance of $10,000.  The 
service fees collected were $749,651.08 with expenditures of $122,877.14 resulting in an 
ending account balance of $2,472,979.22. 
 
Loan origination fees were used to pay for costs of financial analysis of loan applications 
and legal counsel for certain loans that purchased bond insurance.  FIAC fees were used 
for costs of financial monitoring for loans secured only by revenues or for high risk 
municipalities. Service fees were used to pay costs of program bond servicing, program 
accounting, the legislative post audit, and technical assistance not covered by set-aides.
